Welcome and Call to Order – Richard Miltenberger, Chair
	
1. Changes to the Agenda
No changes to the agenda.

2. Approval of the Minutes
Minutes from the April 23, 2024, meeting were approved.  

[bookmark: _Hlk71270190][bookmark: _Hlk133490976]A motion was made by Erik Wood to approve the minutes.  The motion was seconded by Rich Daniels and carried.  




3. Parameters for 2025/2025 Budget
Lydia Tolman presented the revised 2024 modeling with the changes due to the Estimated Pass-through Funding and there still is a lot of uncertainty related to how 2024 will turn out.  Federal passthrough funding came in higher than originally estimated (based on lower enrollment), but lower than Wakely estimated recently (based on higher enrollment).  Based on the current total funding, Wakely is currently projecting a slight negative balance for 2024 after exhausting carryover funding from prior years.  They are hoping this is a one-year issue, but Julie Peper recommended the Board question CMS on their calculations.  She then discussed the updates to the 2025 modeling with the same scenarios of Best High, Low and High.  They did create an additional proposal of holding state funding back, basically a Best Mid.  The Best Mid example was holding back around $250,000. The parameters for the Best Mid are a deductible of $40,000, a cap of $91,000 and co insurance of 60%. The discussion continued as to what the Board would like to have as a reserve amount.  The more that is held back it reduces the Pass-through funding.  


Motion to move forward with the Best Mid scenario for 2025 was made by Rich Daniels. The motion was seconded by Lisa Kelley and carried.  There was no public comment.
 

4. 1332 Waiver Renewal
Lydia then presented the waiver extension analysis, reviewing what is required for the 1332 waiver and the guardrails.  She discussed the Impact of Waiver Extension on Premium, Enrollment and Federal Deficit over the next 5 years.  Over the 5-year window, the extension’s individual market elements provide savings to the Federal Government due to PTC savings net of other federal revenues.    There is a table with the Best Estimate Baseline for the extension period of 2025-2029.  

Drew noted that this contains everything that CSI needs to complete the renewal application.  He stated that he is waiting for a final signature from the governor’s office and will get it filed.  The association will provide the letter soon.

Motion to approve the extension application and give Richard the authority to provide the letter was made by Rich Daniels (I think).  The motion was seconded by Tony Pfaff.  

5. Cross over claims
Nick Racine discussed the situation of cross over claims, the committee met, and they recommended following the Edge Server.  

Motion to make a change to Plan of Operations to include that we will use the edge reporting data for 2025 and to direct Laren Walker and Sean Slanger to update the plan of operations as such.  

6. Procurement Policy
Sean discussed the Procurement Policy. He stated that is self-explanatory and it does have different levels based on the cost of what is being procured.  It can be changed in the future if need be.

Motion to approve the procurement policy that was attached to the Board Binder, noting approval of RaeLynn as the procurement officer was made by Lisa Kelley.  The motion was seconded by Erik Wood and carried.  There was no public comment.


7. Upcoming RFP’s
RaeLynn Williams let the Board know that she will be reviewing not only the contracts coming up for review this year but will also review all our contracts.


8. Other Business/Legislative Updates
Drew Cziok will be setting up the Post Award public forum as soon as the award is finalized and will make sure to meet the 30-day advance notice.
